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Biography 
  

Hartmut Ometzberger is a distinguished violinist with very much his own voice. “When he 

plays the violin, he sings.” “He truly understands the concept of breath in music.” “ Incredible 

display of energy!” These are some descriptions of Hartmut Ometzberger‟s playing. Being a 

violinist of diverse talents, he has gained experience in as many fields of the music business as 

possible, creating a unique career for himself. He is very active and equally comfortable as a 

solo violinist, chamber musician, orchestral leader, violin teacher or „simply‟ introducing the 

joy of music to young people. His individual sound and musical ideas resonate with his 

audience. As Emanuel Hurwitz said, “ He is a violinist of extraordinary musical talent. At this 

time of technical perfection, he is one of the few violinists who truly has something to say.”  

 

Hartmut began his studies at the age of 6. By the age of 9, he was performing regularly, and at 

14 years old, he began his concerto-playing career performing with members of the La Scala 

orchestra and performing for Princess Anne. Since then, he has been especially sought after for 

his interpretations of the Classical as well as the modern composers.  

 

As a recitalist and chamber musician, Hartmut has performed all over Europe 

(Concertgebouw/Amsterdam, Bösendorfersaal/Vienna, Hofburg/Vienna, Schloss 

Schwetzingen, Prinzregententheater/Munich, Gasteig/Munich, Grote Kerk/Leiden, Carrolus 

Borromeus Kerk/Antwerpen etc.) and the United States. Dutch television has broadcast some 

performances. He performs regularly at Austrian embassys and, next season, has been asked to 

direct a festival celebrating the music of Mahler at the Austrian embassy in Slovenia. In 

addition, Hartmut has formed a unique Duo with soprano Diana Jacklin 

(www.dianajacklin.com). In their programs, they juxtapose violin sonatas with songs of the 

same composer or songs that strongly influenced the composition. Additionally, they arrange 

and perform works for violin and voice alone. Their unique expression and range of color has 

led several composers to write music for them. Next season includes invitations to perform at 

the New York Culutural Forum, Schönberg‟s summer villa and Styriarte. They have also 

performed at high profile corporate and private events. Such events include performances for 

Delta Lloyd Insurance group; the farewell concert of the Austrian Ambassador in the 

Netherlands; and the groundbreaking celebrations for the Shangri-La, the first 6 star hotel in 

Vienna, partly filmed for Austrian television. This year Hartmut was featured in a documentary 

by renowned Japanese filmmaker Mr. Nishiyama in a documentary about violinmaking in 

Vienna.  

 

Hartmut played in and led many ensembles, working as a leader with great conductors, e.g. Sir 

Colin Davis, Gennady Roshdestvensky, Adam Fischer and Michael Hofstetter. Although he is 

still invited to lead orchestras, he is mainly concentrating on his solo playing. As an avid 

chamber musician, he has worked a.o. with Garfield Jackson, Steve Tees, Martin Outram and 

Prunella Pacey.  

 

Hartmut has gained much recognition as a teacher. He is regularly invited to teach on master 

courses (in Germany and England) and has taught at the Mannheimer Orchesterakademie. His 

way of teaching is based on the most natural use of the body. Hartmut has become an 

important resource for professional musicians with physical problems. Austrian string 



 

magazines have published his articles on playing the violin, and he will publish a more 

comprehensive book of his ideas later this year.  

 

Hartmut‟s own teachers include Diana Cummings, Emanuel Hurwitz and Herman Krebbers. 

He has participated in masterclasses with Yair Kless, Erick Friedman, Aaron Rosand and Zvi 

Zeitlin and members of the Maggini and Amadeus quartets.
