BIOGRAPHY

Alexander Mayer, born 1973 in Saarbrticken, is one of the most promising conductors of his
generation.

Among other things this season, he returns to the Symphony Orchestra Yucatan, and debuts with the
Ensemble Orchestral de Paris and with the Youth Orchestra of Saxony.

In 2003 he won the International Conducting Competition in Tokyo. In the same year he achieved
another success at the Eduardo Mata International Conducting Competition in Mexico City, where
he was one of three finalists.

His initial studies of church music and organ with Prof. Leo Krédmer at the Saar Conservatory
shaped his musical development. His studies of orchestral conducting with Prof. Max Pommer were
a natural continuation of this development.

During his musical training Alexander Mayer already conducted distinguished regional choirs and
many performances with the conservatory’s orchestra. He has several times won the national
"Jugend musiziert" Award in organ and piano accompaniment, and in addition is a recipient of the
Music Saar and the City of Saarbriicken prizes. He is still active as organist and piano accompanist
today.

He is founder and conductor of the Chamber Orchestra Ricercare, comprising members of the
Saarbrticken Radio Symphony Orchestra, and has been Music director of the Trier University Choir
and Orchestra since 2000. In addition, he has been Music Director of the Kaiserslautern Symphony
Orchestra since 1999, winning the 6th German Orchestra Competition in 2004. Another highlight of
this collaboration is the invitation by Neeme Jarvi to perform with his orchestra for a week at the
2005 “David Oistrakh Festival” in Estonia.

Mayer is perfecting his craft in international master classes with Neeme Jarvi, Paavo Jarvi, Gennady
Rozhdestvensky, Jorma Panula, Alexander Dmitriev, Sylvain Cambreling, Frieder Bernius and
Salvador Mas Conde as well as in private conducting studies with Michael Stern and Toshiyuki
Kamioka. After first working with him in 2005, John Nelson has appointed him his assistant until
2008.

Recently he has given very successful guest performances with the philharmonic orchestras of
Tokyo, Osaka, St. Petersburg and Luxemburg, and with the Symphony Orchestra Yucatan OF
Mexico. He also receives much praise in Germany for his work with the Saarbriicken Radio
Symphony Orchestra, the SAAR Youth Symphony Orchestra, the Wuppertal Symphony Orchestra,
the Academic Orchestra Bonn and the Thuringia Philharmonic Gotha-Suhl.
